Scottish Maternal Critical Care Network: Biographies

Session One: Covid-19 in Pregnancy

Covid-19 in Pregnancy in Scotland

Speaker: Dr Racheal Wood

Dr Rachael Wood is a Consultant in Public Health Medicine in Public Health Scotland and an Honorary Reader in the University of Edinburgh Usher Institute. She is co-lead of the COVID-19 in Pregnancy in Scotland (COPS) study, which is delivering surveillance and research on COVID-19 vaccination and disease in pregnant women. She is also director of the new national register of babies with serious congenital conditions (CARDRISS).  She has an interest in using routine healthcare data for research in maternal and child health.

The Glasgow Experience

Speaker:  Dr Rachel Kearns

Dr Rachel Kearns is a consultant anaesthetist at the Princess Royal Maternity Unit, Glasgow Royal Infirmary. She is an Honorary Associate Clinical Professor and course lead for the intercalated BSc in critical care and peri-operative medicine at the University of Glasgow. Rachel holds an NHS Research Scotland (NRS) Career Researcher Fellowship and is research lead for RA-UK. Her sub-specialty interest is in obstetric and regional anaesthesia and her current research involves the linkage of routinely collected healthcare data. 

Vaccine Mandate

Speaker: Professor Julian Savulescu

Professor Julian Savulescu is the Chen Su Lan Professor in Medical Ethics at the National University of Singapore, where he directs the Centre for Biomedial Ethics. An award-winning ethicist and moral philosopher, he trained in neuroscience, medicine, and philosophy, going on to hold the Uehiro Chair in Practical Ethics at the University of Oxford, where he founded the Oxford Uehiro Centre for Practical Ethics in 2003, before moving to NUS in 2022. He co-directs the Wellcome Centre for Ethics and Humanities. He is Distinguished Visiting Professorial Fellow at Murdoch Children’s Research institute and Melbourne Law School, where he directs the Biomedical Ethics Research Group. He is a Fellow of the Australian Academy of Health and Medical Sciences and received an honorary doctorate from the University of Bucharest.
Session Two: Maternal Critical Care
Severe Maternal Morbidity

Speaker Dr Nazir Lone

Dr Nazir Lone is a Reader in Critical Care at the University of Edinburgh and Consultant at the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh. His programme of research focuses on longer term outcomes of patients surviving critical care and improving the quality of care for those who become critically ill. He is Director of Research for the UK Intensive Care Society and promotes benchmarking and quality in his role as Chair of the Scottish Intensive Care Society Audit Group Steering Group, Public Health Scotland. His major teaching roles include Clinical Lead for Talent in Data Driven Innovation in Health and Social Care and Deputy Programme Director for the Masters in Data Science in Health and Social Care.
Maternal Enhanced Care

Speaker Dr Deborah Horner

Dr Deborah Horner is a Consultant in Anaesthesia and Critical Care at Bradford Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. She is also a Deputy Operational Medical Director. Her dual interests in Critical Care and Obstetric Anaesthesia have led to an interest in the provision of Enhanced and Critical Care for sick women in her own hospital, regionally and nationally. She is the Y&H Maternal and Critical Care steering group lead and represents the OAA on the national MEWS working group. 

Follow up after Critical Care

Speaker Dr Lucy Hogg

Dr Lucy Hogg is a Critical Care and Anaesthetic Consultant who works for NHS Fife.  She leads the ICU follow up service InS:PIRE (Intensive Care Syndrome: Promoting Independence and Return to Employment). Lucy was an undergraduate at Aberdeen University and then completed most of her anaesthetic and critical care training in the South-East School of Anaesthetist. She has been a Consultant in Fife for 8 years and alongside her Critical Care commitments, has an interest in Gynae Oncology and emergency anaesthesia. The InS:PIRE concept was created and piloted by Dr Tara Quasim and Dr Joanne McPeake in Glasgow Royal Infirmary.  It is a multidisciplinary intervention over 5 weeks and supports patients during their recovery from critical illness. NHS Fife was selected to participate in a 2-year scale-up project of InS:PIRE funded by the Health Foundation in 2017.  The project was a success and since then the programme has been funded as a permanent service and has evolved to meet the needs of Fife patients. In her spare time Lucy likes to play tennis, tries to keep her garden from “re-wilding” and loves spending time endlessly asking her two children the same questions “Have you brushed your teeth?, where did you leave your shoes?, do you have any homework?........”

Sickle Cell Disease in Pregnancy

Speaker: Professor Oteng-Ntim

Professor Eugene Oteng-Ntim is a Consultant obstetrician and honorary senior lecturer at Guy’s and St Thomas’ hospital in London. In 2007, he became the president of the maternity and new-born division at the Royal Society of Medicine. Professor Oteng-Ntim is also an honorary associate professor in Epidemiology and Public Health. His research interests include inequality at birth, sickle cell disease in pregnancy and obesity in pregnancy. He graduated in Guys and St Thomas’ medical school and trained in West London, including Queen Charlotte’s and Chelsea and Westminster Hospital. 
Epilepsy in Pregnancy

Speaker: Dr Alastair Campbell 

Dr Alastair Campbell is a Consultant obstetrician and gynaecologist at the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh. His clinical interests include epilepsy in pregnancy, pre-term delivery and intra-partum care. He also has a strong interest in medical education and is the Associate Director of Medical Education for the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh. He also currently chairs the Special Education Advisory Committee at the Royal College of Obstetrics and Gynaecology. Alastair graduated from the University of Bristol and completed his postgraduate training in Bristol, Nottingham and South-East Scotland.
